Two years ago, I (Ian) graduated from Moody Bible 

Institute’s Mission Aviation program.  My intention 

as a student and a graduate of Moody Aviation was 

to serve God as a missionary pilot, specifically 

serving the ministry of Bible Translation.  I 

completed my four-year training at Moody with 350 

flight hours logged, and – by God’s grace through 

the financial support of many of you – without any 

debt. 

After graduation, Leslie and I moved to Seattle to find a 

flight job that would allow me to accumulate the final 

150 flight hours I need to join a mission aviation 

organization.   For the past two years, God has 

graciously sustained my growing family through a job 

with an experimental aircraft company called Glasair – 

a major blessing through economically turbulent times.  

However, the position I have held the past two years 

has been in the role of a mechanical instructor, and 

very rarely as a pilot.  As a result, Leslie and I have 

continually sought God’s direction regarding my flight 

time, and His purpose for us in mission aviation.   

Now just this month, God has provided an 

opportunity for me to gain the hours that I need to 

meet the technical criteria of Wycliffe/JAARS to be a 

missionary pilot.  I have been invited to join the staff 

at my alma mater, Moody Aviation, as a 

maintenance and flight instructor for the next two 

years.  This is a thrilling opportunity, and an answer 

to prayer!  This position would allow me to build 

flight hours while ministering to the students of 

Moody Aviation – providing much needed 

encouragement in their skills, faith and calling.  However, the position comes with the following 

stipulations: 

1)  Moody cannot pay me.  The majority of Moody Aviation’s instructors are not paid, and I 

would be a missionary through Proclaim Aviation on loan to Moody.  

2) My start date would be July 1, 2010.   



These stipulations mean that Leslie and I have a little 

less than five weeks to raise a foundation of support 

that would sustain us to live in Spokane for the next 

two years.  As missionaries we are responsible to raise 

our support quota of $3,500.00 per month.  That is a 

daunting request in a short period of time and needless 

to say, if God wants us there, He is the only one that 

can do it.  It takes some missionaries years to raise their 

support.  We have five weeks! 

We are excited to experience what God has in-store as we journey through this faith exercise!  

And we invite you to journey with us.  We extend this invitation to you knowing that God will 

lead you as He desires to invest in the work of His Gospel.  Here are two ways that you can 

invest through us: 

1) You can pray!  That the support we need would be provided by cheerful givers (2 Cor. 

9:7) by the end of June.  Also, for our faith, wisdom and joy as we wait on the Lord – 

that we would not get ahead of Him in our hearts or in our steps, but be still before Him 

even as we go about "doing" as He leads. 

2) You can ask God if He intends you to be one of the many who will partner with us 

financially.  If so, please see the information on the enclosed Proclaim partnership form.     

We would be so thrilled to have your support – in 

prayer or in finance.  We are so excited to see God 

work in the next five weeks, and beyond!  We are 

praying for you, that God will “guide you in the way 

of wisdom and lead you along straight paths” (Prov. 

4:11) regarding your involvement in His work 

through us.  Thank you for your consideration.  May 

God bless you as you consider His will.
