 Just as school children get new shoes in the fall, we 

too, have some new shoes to fill.  We are delighted to 

inform you that as of September 1, we are stepping 

into a new role as member care mentors with Proclaim 

Aviation Ministries.  Our task will involve being 

advocates/spiritual mentors for many couples in 

Spokane at Moody Aviation and Spokane Turbine 

Center.  Several of the couples are either maintenance 

or flight instructors and others are in resource roles 

helping future missionaries get into global missions as 

pilots and mechanics.

CDI has now given us their blessing, to 

continue mentoring future missionaries at Moody and 

STC with Proclaim Aviation.  At this time we are 

simply moving from CDI to Proclaim Aviation at 

Proclaim’s invitation to be a presence in Spokane for 

at least these 13 couples.  Our home will hopefully be 

a home away from home for them, and we hope to be 

a blessing.

With the ways that God has gifted us with an aviation 

background, lifestyle of hospitality, moves around the 

world in differing cultures for over 30 years, and life 

experience in trusting our All-Powerful God, we 

humanly feel matched to the task.
