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We are currently living in Spokane, WA where 

Elizabeth teaches English to adult refugees at 

a community college, and DJ serves as a flight 

instructor at Moody Bible Institute’s Aviation 

School.

We are humbled and blessed to be a 

part of training future missionary pilots.  

When our commitment at Moody Aviation is 

completed, we plan to join a missionary 

aviation organization, serving overseas.   

There, we will employ our passion and our 

skills to sustain the remote ministries taking 

place around the globe, and connect people 

with the Gospel of Jesus Christ.

I have the privilege of working with one young man who is focused on serving 

others and sharing the gospel not only with his keen mechanical skills, but also with his desire 

to become a pilot. Despite having vision in only one eye, he has worked hard to learn the 

skills of flight in the pursuit of God's calling on his life. 

 

His goal this semester:  to pass a medical flight exam conducted by the FAA. If he passed this 

test of flight, he would be able to continue on to get a private pilot's license. However, this test 

is final, resulting in either a pass or fail, and can never be taken again. If he failed, flight would 

never be part of his future.  

 

After months of learning, flying, prayer, hard work, unexpected weather, and personal growth, 

this young man PASSED his medical flight exam. It's a tangible example of God's power 

demonstrated through weakness, and I look forward to the ways God will use this young man 

for His glory.

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We had an enriching time 

visiting our friends and family in 

Elizabeth’s home state this June. The 

two churches we partner with are 

serving their communities with the 

tangible love of God.  

Over the summer I taught a class of newly arrived 

refugees. One day I had a conversation with a coworker 

that showed me the effect of the gospel in the lives of 

refugees.  

 

She told me that she and her family left the middle east as 

refugees and arrived to the U.S. only two weeks before 

9/11. When that horrendous event took place they were 

afraid, worried how Americans would treat them in the 

days ahead.  

 

However,  to aid them in the assimilation process, their 

resettlement agency had paired them with an American 

family who happened to be Christians.  

When they shared their fears, the father of this Christian 

family told them, "Don't be afraid. Don't hide. Go about 

your normal life, for we need to see families like yours 

in our daily lives." 

 

Now, sixteen years later, these two families are dearest 

friends. This is her deep-rooted memory.  This is her 

image of Christians, one of support and love.
