Imagine for a moment that you are a Bible translator. Your task is to 

travel to a remote location and work with a people group who don't 

have a Bible in their own language. But think for a moment. There®s 

usually a reason that people are entirely cut off from the outside 

world. Geography, lack of infrastructure, or civil unrest are common 

reasons that people are isolated. But when a missionary moves to 

these locations, they find themselves just as isolated as the people 

they serve.  

ISOLATION BRINGS CHALLENGE.  How do you get in and out 

of this location?  How do you get the supplies you need?  How do 

you get your kids to medical help when they get malaria?    

 How do you get building supplies? And the list goes on. 

For us, these kinds of issues seem foreign. But these struggles are 

very much a reality for thousands of missionaries working with 

isolated people. 

  

For the past few decades, mission agencies have realized that there 

is a great tool, perfectly suited to solve these very issues.  It®s called 

an AIRPLANE! Aviation solves many of the logistical issues of world 

missions, and it®s very effective. When missionaries have their basic 

needs met, they can complete their work more efficiently and safely, 

and stay on the field longer!

future plans? 
I have a 2-year teaching commitment at Moody. This is 

extremely valuable as this gives me the opportunity to 

build the necessary flight experience to join a missions 

agency.  

After the 2 years, I®m planning on transitioning overseas 

with either MAF or AIM AIR (the aviation division of Africa 

Inland Mission) 

Moody®s desire is to graduate students with little or no debt. This means keeping 

the cost to students as low as possible. All of the instructional staff at Moody raise 

their own support, and this relieves a signiĜcant Ĝnancial burden from the 

students. 

I am currently looking for people who are willing to partner with me, 

both in prayer and finances.
